CLEAN SITE PROGRAM
INTRODUCTION
In recent years, Rotonda Heights has experienced a significant growth in new construction. This growth was made possible in part through the good relations between the contractors, residents and the Association. The vast majority of Contractors and subs working in Rotonda Heights are thoughtful and treat a construction area as if it were next to their own home; however, with more contractors and more construction taking place in the midst of established neighborhoods, construction is impacting more people and there are increasing complaints about drainage problems, messy construction sites and litter, both on and off the construction sites. You are encouraged to keep your site neat and organized. This is good business, as many potential clients will visit your homes while under construction and a neat and organized site will mean a quality home.
SCOPE & REQUIREMENTS

The Rotonda Heights Association Clean Site Program will deal with only the neatness, litter and proper drainage. The Association will require that you do the following:
1. Maintain portable toilets on each site per Charlotte County regulations.
2. Continuously maintain a dumpster on site from the time the slab has been poured until a Certificate of Occupancy has been obtained. This must be a solid sided dumpster with a bottom – it may not have wire sides or bottom.

3. All trash must be placed in the dumpster as it is generated. Trash may not be placed or stored on the ground.

4. Dumpsters must not be filled over the top plane of the container. This is necessary to prevent the blowing wind from scattering litter and debris.

5. The remains of all lunches, snacks or meals must immediately be placed within the dumpster, not left in place to become scattered.

6. All required silt fences must be maintained to prevent eroded dirt from entering waterways and swales.

7. A drainage path must be maintained in the swale between the home site and the road to permit proper drainage.

8. If steady progress on a home is put on hold or stalled, the dumpster must be removed, the site cleaned and graded and be kept free of debris and weeds.

9. A $1,000 deposit is required for each home under construction to ensure the requirements are met.

FUNCTION OF PROGRAM
1. If any of the above requirements are violated, the Association will telephone your office and inform you of the nature of the violation together with a request that you correct the problem.

2. If this condition has not been corrected within 48 hours – 2 business days – the Association will hire the people and equipment necessary to correct the problem and direct them to do so.

3. You will be sent a letter informing you of our corrective actions and the cost of these actions which will include an administrative fee.
Clean Site Program - continued
ADMINISTRATION

1. This program will begin June 2009.

2. On or after this date you will be required to submit a SEPARATE refundable deposit of $1,000 made payable to:

The Association has capped the amount that any builder must submit to a maximum of $4,000. This was done in order to avoid tying up excessive amounts of a builder’s working capital. This change has necessitated the following changes/additions in the above policy:

a. If the check submitted is drawn on any account other than the builder’s, it will not count against the $4,000 cap.

b. The builder will submit $1,000 for each of the first 4 houses simultaneously under construction. If the builder begins a fifth house, he will not be subject to an additional $1,000 deposit because the cap will kick in.
c. If the builder has 5 or more homes in process at any time, the completion of one of these homes will NOT result in a return of any deposit. The $4,000 deposit will be applied against the remaining homes. One thousand dollar deposits will be refunded only when the number of homes he has under construction falls below four.

d. Should it become necessary for the Association to use a portion of this $4,000 deposit to rectify a problem, the builder will be invoiced for that amount in order to maintain the $4,000 deposit cap plus a $100.00 administrative fee.

e. In the case of single-family homes, the $1,000 deposit will be applied on a per home basis regardless of the number of lots that home might be sited on.

f. In the case of multifamily construction, the $1,000 deposit will be applied on a per plotted lot basis. Sites covering more than a single lot will be required to pay a $1,000 deposit on each lot.

3. This check must accompany the Application you submit for approval to the Association office. Deliver application to 3899 Cape Haze Drive, Rotonda West, FL 33947 or mail to P.O. Box 3100. Without this check your plans will not be reviewed and you will not be able to begin construction.
4. This money will be placed in a non-interest bearing account linked with that particular home site.

5. Upon obtaining a Certificate of Occupancy for the particular home, submit a copy to the Association office and your deposit will be refunded to the same entity that submitted the deposit check.

6. If you have had a violation that the Association was forced to correct, the cost of such corrective actions plus the administrative fee will be subtracted from the deposit being refunded. If you have more that 4 projects in process, you may be invoiced for this cost. (See item d above.)
