RECONVENED ANNUAL MEETING
FEBRUARY 2, 2006
The duly noticed reconvened Annual Meeting, adjourned from November 17, 2005, of the Rotonda Heights Conservation Association, Inc. was held on Thursday, February 2, 2006 at the Rotonda Community Center, 3854 Cape Haze Drive, Rotonda West, Florida.  The meeting was called to order at 10 a.m. by President Howard Luedtke.  Directors in attendance were Jim Miller, Larry Vaughan and Harry Wenger.  Paul Scribner was excused.  Also present were Property Managers John Brandenberger and Brenda Himmelhaver.

A quorum of the Board was present, so the meeting could proceed.

The purpose of the meeting was to briefly review the proposed changes to the deed restrictions and tally the vote for the new restrictions.  Because there was not enough response at the first meeting on November 17, that portion of the meeting was adjourned and in accordance with Florida Statutes, could be reconvened within 90 days.  The proxies from that meeting would still be good for up to 90 days from the date of the first meeting.
John Brandenberger briefly reviewed the deed restriction process over the years and the Board’s responsibility to keep the community looking nice but not be oppressive. 

John Brandenberger then revealed the results of the voting.  We needed 558 responses to meet statutory regulations.  We had 657 responses.  In order to pass, we needed to have 2/3 of the votes cast in favor, which would be 438.  We have 544 in favor of the new restrictions and 114 against.  The new deed restrictions passed.  

Discussion followed on the Architectural Review Committee, on-site dumpsters for new construction, trash pick up, street signs, propane tanks, and RV/boat parking areas.

The meeting adjourned at 10:29 a.m.
